Crop preferences

The map is designed to show you where miscanthus can be grown as a priority to Short Rotation Coppice. This is because Miscanthus offers higher yield per ha, it however does not mean that SRC cannot be grown in this area. 

What does the colour key mean?

Each colour either represents a biomass resources possibility or the number of possible constrains on energy crop production. It is important to be aware that the constraints are not defined.
